He was a member of the Dundee "A" team that won the Scottish Second XI Cup in 1907-08, beating Glasgow Rangers
He played regualrly for Dundee Hibernian in the Northern League in 1909-10 and against his old club Brechin City in the Scottish Cup
He played for Dundee Hibernian in a friendly against Hibernian at the opening of Tannerdice Park on 18 August 1909
He may also have played for Forfar Athletic at some point in his career
During the 1910-11 season at Cardiff City, he also made 13 appearances in the Glamorgan League, scoring twice
Appeared for Croydon Common in 2 minor cup matches, without scoring
His 56 appearances for Croydon Common in 1911-12 was the most by any player that season
Occasionally played at centre forward for Croydon Common - both F.A. Cup appearances were in this position
No first team appearances at Brentford

Married Margaret Williamson and had two children

The 1911 Census records him as a plumber and footballer, residing at 77 Stockland Street, Cardiff

Died at the age of just 38, with the cause of death being recorded as Aortic Vascular Disease
